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BENEFIT PLAN PREM'IUMS TO INCREASE

The Plan underwriters have informed us and the employer that there will be premium rate
increases in two of the three plans paid for under the terms of the Collective Agreement,
by the employer. In accordance with Article 40.3(a) one-half of the increased cost shall
be passed on to employees by alterning the amount the employer pays to OHIP.

The Life Insurance Plan will remain the same with no premium increases. However, both
the Dental Plan and the Extended Health Care Plans are to increase premiums by 5.7%.
This means that instead of the employer paying 25% of OHIP, the employer will pay
effective March 1986 - 21.7% and employees will pay 78.3%. This change will have been
reflected in your March paycheque.
